Acts 17:24-29, “The God who made the world and 
everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth 
and does not live in temples built by human 
hands. 25 And he is not served by human hands, as 
if he needed anything. Rather, he himself gives 
everyone life and breath and everything else. 
26 From one man he made all the nations, that 
they should inhabit the whole earth; and he 
marked out their appointed times in history and 
the boundaries of their lands.

Acts 17:24-29, 27 God did this so that they 
would seek him and perhaps reach out for him 
and find him, though he is not far from any one 
of us. 28 ‘For in him we live and move and have 
our being.’ As some of your own poets have 
said, ‘We are his offspring.’

Psalm 103:8, The LORD is compassionate 
and gracious, slow to anger, abounding in 
love. 



2. God is full of Grace and Mercy, 
but Holy and Just 

 

Ephesians 2:3-9, 3 All of us also lived among them 
at one time, gratifying the cravings of our flesh and 
following its desires and thoughts. Like the rest, we 
were by nature deserving of wrath. 4 But because 
of his great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, 
5 made us alive with Christ even when we were 
dead in transgressions—it is by grace you have 
been saved.  



2. God is full of Grace and Mercy, 
but Holy and Just 

 

Ephesians 2:3-9, 6 And God raised us up with Christ 
and seated us with him in the heavenly realms in 
Christ Jesus, 7 in order that in the coming ages he 
might show the incomparable riches of his grace, 
expressed in his kindness to us in Christ Jesus. 8 For 
it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—
and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of 
God— 9 not by works, so that no one can boast. 



2. God is full of Grace and Mercy, 
but Holy and Just 

 

Exodus 28, 31 “Make the robe of the ephod 
entirely of blue cloth, 32 with an opening for 
the head in its center. There shall be a woven 
edge like a collar around this opening, so that it 
will not tear. 33 Make pomegranates of blue, 
purple and scarlet yarn around the hem of the 
robe, with gold bells between them.  



2. God is full of Grace and Mercy, 
but Holy and Just 

 

Exodus 28, 34 The gold bells and the 
pomegranates are to alternate around the hem 
of the robe. 35 Aaron must wear it when he 
ministers. The sound of the bells will be heard 
when he enters the Holy Place before the LORD 
and when he comes out, so that he will not 
die…… 



2. God is full of Grace and Mercy, 
but Holy and Just 

 

Exodus 28, 42 “Make linen undergarments as a 
covering for the body, reaching from the waist 
to the thigh. 43 Aaron and his sons must wear 
them whenever they enter the tent of meeting 
or approach the altar to minister in the Holy 
Place, so that they will not incur guilt and die.

Romans 1:7, To all in Rome who are loved by 
God and called to be his holy people: Grace 
and peace to you from God our Father and 
from the Lord Jesus Christ.

Acts 5:3-4, 3 Then Peter said, “Ananias, how is it 
that Satan has so filled your heart that you 
have lied to the Holy Spirit and have kept for 
yourself some of the money you received for 
the land? 4 Didn’t it belong to you before it was 
sold? And after it was sold, wasn’t the money 
at your disposal? What made you think of 
doing such a thing? You have not lied just to 
human beings but to God.”

Matt. 28:19, Therefore go and make disciples 
of all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit

John 16:8-11, 8 When he comes, he will prove 
the world to be in the wrong about sin and 
righteousness and judgment: 9 about sin, 
because people do not believe in me; 10 about 
righteousness, because I am going to the 
Father, where you can see me no longer; 11 and 
about judgment, because the prince of this 
world now stands condemned. 



4. God the Holy Spirit is… 
 

Acts 2:17-21, 17 “‘In the last days, God says, I 
will pour out my Spirit on all people.  Your sons 
and daughters will prophesy, your young men 
will see visions, your old men will dream 
dreams.  18 Even on my servants, both men and 
women, I will pour out my Spirit in those 
days, and they will prophesy.

Acts 2:17-21, 19 I will show wonders in the 
heavens above and signs on the earth 
below, blood and fire and billows of smoke.  
20 The sun will be turned to darkness and the 
moon to blood before the coming of the great 
and glorious day of the Lord.
