2>0n one occasion an expert in the law stood
up to test Jesus. “Teacher,” he asked, “what
must | do to inherit eternal life?”

26 “\What is written in the Law?”, he replied.
“How dovyou read it?” |

all your strength and with all your mind’; and,

301n reply Jesus said: “A man was going down
from Jerusalem to Jericho, when he was
attacked by robbers.

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31 A priest happened to be going down the
same road, and when he saw the man, he
passed by on the other side. 32 So too, a Levite,
when he came to the place and.saw him,
passed by on the other side. 33 But a
Samaritan, as he traveled, came where the
man was; and when he saw him, he took pity
on him.
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34 He went to him and bandaged his wounds,
pouring on oil and wine. Then he put the man
on his own donkey, brought him to an inn and
took care of him. 35 The next day he took out
two denarii and gave them to the innkeeper.
‘Look after him,” he said, ‘and when | return, |
will reimburse you for any extra expense you
may have.
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36 “Which of these three do you think was a
neighbor to the man who fell into the hands of

robbers?”

If
someone takes your coat, do not withhold your
shirt from them.

Luke 6:27-36, 3° Give to everyone who asks you,
and if anyone takes what belongs to you, do not
demand it back. 3! Do to others-as you would
nave them do to you.3? “If you love those who
ove you, what credit is that to you? Even sinners
ove those who love them. 33 And if you do good
to those who are good to you, what credit is that
to you? Even sinners do that.

Even sinners lend to sinners, expecting to be
repaid in full. 3> But love your enemies, do-good to
them, and-lend to them without expecting to get
anything back. Then your reward will be great, and
you will be children of the Most High, because he is
kind to the ungratefuland wicked. 3° Be merciful, just
as your Father is merciful.

If you do, you will have no reward from
your Father in heaven. 2“So when you give to
the needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as
the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on the
streets, to be honored by others.
